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The International Disability Alliance (IDA) proposes the following questions for consideration by the Committee in the adoption of the list of issues on Macao.
General Provisions (Article 1-4)

1. How were organisations of persons with disabilities consulted in the preparation of the State report and at which stages?
2. What steps are being taken to establish effective engagement mechanisms to ensure regular, direct and meaningful consultation with children and adults with disabilities and their representative organisations in the development and implementation of legislation, policies, services and all other decision making processes relating to persons with disabilities?
Equality and non-discrimination (Article 5)

3. Does non-discrimination legislation explicitly recognise that the denial of reasonable accommodation amounts to disability based discrimination? Does protection against disability based discrimination cover indirect discrimination, and extend to persons associated with persons with disabilities, persons perceived of having a disability or who have had a disability in the past?

Women with disabilities (Article 6)

4. What concrete steps are being taken to ensure that women with disabilities are entirely incorporated into mainstream gender programmes and services? What mechanisms are in place to consult with and actively involve women with disabilities in the development and implementation of laws, policies and decision making concerning women?
Awareness-raising (Article 8)
5. What steps are being taken to promote the positive image of children and adults with disabilities amongst government personnel, the public and families?  What campaigns are being designed and led together with organisations of persons with disabilities to raise awareness about persons with disabilities as equal citizens and contributors to society?

Accessibility (Article 9)

6. Please provide information on the concrete measures taken to implement Law 9/83/M (para 30 of the State report). What are the existing penalties/sanctions for non-compliance with accessibility standards?  Is there a Macao accessibility plan which sets out clear indicators and timeframes for reaching accessibility targets? How is the implementation of accessibility measures being monitored and evaluated; are persons with disabilities and their representative organisations involved in monitoring the implementation of standards and accessibility targets?  
7. What steps have been taken to improve the access to information for persons with disabilities through the promotion of the use of Braille, sign language, easy to read formats and other accessible modes of communication, including information available through internet? 
Equal recognition before the law (Article 12)

8. What steps are being taken to abolish restrictions to the exercise of legal capacity in the law and to introduce supported decision-making in accordance with Article 12 of the CRPD?
Liberty and security of the person (Article 14) 

9. What steps is the MSAR Government taking to review the law and regulations that allow the involuntary treatment of persons with psycho-social disabilities and what kind of measures has the Government taken to eliminate the practice of deprivation of liberty on the basis of disability in accordance with Article 14 of the Convention? 

10. Is reasonable accommodation provided to prisoners with disabilities?  Have there been any complaints lodged or cases opened concerning the denial of reasonable accommodation for prisoners with disabilities?
Freedom from exploitation, violence and abuse (Article 16)
11. What steps are being taken to address the heightened risk of violence for women and girls with disabilities of becoming victims of domestic violence and abuse, including corporal punishment of children with disabilities in the home? What urgent measures are being adopted to ensure that both services and information for victims are made accessible to women and children with disabilities, including setting up complaints mechanisms such as hotlines accessible to deaf women and girls, conducting training for all police, setting up specialised police units and victim support services sensitive to gender and disability?

Protecting the integrity of the person (Article 17)

12. What measures are being taken to repeal laws which allow consent to be provided by third parties on behalf of persons with disabilities considered incapable, including persons restricted or deprived of their legal capacity?
13. What steps are being taken to prohibit the sterilisation of persons with disabilities upon the authorisation of third parties such as family members or guardians (see para 54 of the State report)?
Freedom of expression and opinion, and access to information (Article 21)

14. Please explain if the MSAR Government recognises and promotes the use of sign languages. Is sign language interpretation made available in public services such as in hospitals, courts, public administration and services, and on public broadcasting programmes? Is there a formal qualification system for sign language interpreters in Macao to ensure streamlined and quality standards of sign language interpretation?

15. Is information available on government websites designed to ensure accessibility by persons with visual impairments? What steps is the government taking to require information on websites destined to the public comply with the Web Accessibility Initiative (WAI) standards?
Respect for home and the family (Article 13)

16. What steps are being taken to repeal provisions of the Civil Code which prevent persons with disabilities who have been restricted or deprived of their legal capacity from exercising their right to marry on an equal basis with others (see para 71 of the State report)?

17. Please explain in what circumstances persons with disabilities who have been restricted or deprived of their legal capacity, can have their parental responsibility and rights removed; is this an automatic consequence of judicial interdiction? Is it possible for parents to repeal decisions removing their parental rights (see para 72 of the State report)?
Education (Article 24)

18. Is a definition of inclusive education incorporated into the law? How is inclusive education clearly delineated from special education? Does the law envisage the provision of reasonable accommodation in education?
19. What measures are being taken to ensure that mainstream schools are accessible to children with disabilities (e.g. physical environment, teacher training, curricula development, etc)? 

20. What steps are being taken to incorporate inclusive education into all core teacher training curricula and in service training to infuse the values and principles of inclusive education at the start of a teacher’s careers and continuously, in order to create a culture of inclusive learning in a school?  

Health (Article 25)

21. What measures are in place to ensure that all information, education, healthcare and services relating to sexual and reproductive health, HIV and STIs are made accessible to children, adolescents and adults with disabilities in age appropriate formats? And for facilities, equipment and health check services, including family planning and community clinics, to be made available and accessible to persons with disabilities? How are health professionals and staff trained to better communicate with and understand the needs of persons with disabilities?
22. What steps are being taken to adopt measures to ensure that the mental health policy requires all health care and services to be based on the free and informed consent of the person concerned and that involuntary treatment and confinement are not permitted by law?

Work and employment (Article 27)

23. What measures have been adopted to ensure the elimination of discrimination of persons with disabilities in access to employment, both in private and public sectors, and to ensure that employees with disabilities in all forms of employment, including sheltered employment, enjoy rights under fair wage and labour laws on an equal basis with others?  Does the law provide for reasonable accommodation for persons with disabilities in the workplace, and is there an explicit recognition that its denial constitutes disability-based discrimination?
Participation in political and public life (Article 29)

24. Are there restrictions, in law or in practice, on the right to vote or stand for election for persons whose legal capacity has been removed or restricted? 

National implementation and monitoring (Article 33)
25. Please provide information on what is the independent monitoring mechanism appointed as the Article 33(2) body? Do all mentioned institutions (courts, Prosecutors, magistrates, Commission against Corruption and Ombudsman) play a part in monitoring CRPD implementation? How are persons with disabilities and their representative organisations ensured a role in participating in the independent monitoring mechanism? 
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
